Afghanistan (noun) - Afghanistan is a poor nation in central Asia with a history of warfare among its rival ethnic groups and of fierce resistance to outsiders.
Taliban  (noun) - a Muslim fundamentalist group in Afghanistan
Kabul (noun)  - the capital of Afghanistan
 Science words
voluntary -- for muscles, those that a person can decide to move or not (example is leg muscles for walking)
involuntary -- for muscles, those that a person does not need to choose or decide to make them work (example is the heart pumping blood)
nutrient -- substances in foods that provide energy and materials for cell development, growth, and repair
vitamin -- a nutrient needed in small quantities to help the body use other nutrients; example: vitamin D helps bones absorb calcium and phosphorous
carbohydrates -- a nutrient that is made up of carbon, hydrogen, and oxygen and is the main source of energy for the human body
